At the Board Meeting of July 20, 
2010 the board discussed issues 
involving the church's heating and 
cooling system, and a few building 
and grounds issues with JoAnn 
Darling of the Building Committee. 
JoAnn informed the board that the 
Church's boiler system is in need of 
repair and gave a ball park figure for 
such repairs at between $48,000-
$60,000.  Moreover, because the 
system itself is around 50 years old 
the pipes attached to the boiler are 
also 50 years old and will need to be 
replaced. In light of the issues 
surrounding the heating and cooling 
situation the board voted to 
authorize JoAnn to research 
alternatives to a boiler system such 
as a forced air system or possibly 
even geothermal technology. 
Anyone with knowledge and/or 
experience in the field of heating 
and cooling is welcome to contact 
JoAnn or the board with suggestions 
as to how we might solve our 
heating and cooling issues. 
 
JoAnn also noted that we have 
issues concerning the church 
grounds; therefore the board 
authorized her to use a certain 
amount of funds to mitigate some of 
those issues.  For example, there is a 
great deal of weeding and mulching 
that needs to be done as well as 
some trimming. The board will be 
addressing these needs in the 
future. It may be as simple as hiring 
someone to come in and do a 
preliminary cleanup that can then be 
maintained by church volunteers.  If 
anyone would like to help with some 
yard work or the formation of a 
grounds committee let JoAnn or the 
board know and we'll put you to 
work. 
 
The treasurer's report for June 
showed a dip in funds, a sort of 
summer slump, if you will. July's 
report is expected to be better with 

more funds coming in. 
 
Gary Mueller, board liaison to the 
Religious Education Committee, 
reported that the committee has 
decided on a leadership-by-
committee plan for the Religious 
Education program until a Director 
of Religious Education is hired.  It is 
thought that it may take as long 
as six months to find a suitable DRE 
candidate once a search committee 
has been formed. In the interim the 
RE committee will be working 
diligently to keep the program 
running smoothly. 
 
Beth Garretson and I spoke briefly 
about our attendance at our very first 
General Assembly. Seven members 
of our church attended GA this year 
and I think I can speak for all of us 
when I say that we found the whole 
experience rewarding and 
informative. Look for a special 
service devoted to our experiences at 
GA, Sunday, August 8. 
 
The board continues to work on 
issues regarding various committee 
appointments and looks forward to 
the arrival of Reverend Davis.

Our UU church is committed to the safety of 
the people within its walls, most especially 
the children.  You already know that children 
in second grade and younger must be 
retrieved by their parents after Religious 
Education classes—the teachers do not allow 
them to just leave their RE rooms alone.  
Robin Poindexter, our safety watchdog, has 
programmed the door into the office wing of 
the church to automatically lock as Sunday 
services begin, so that people cannot enter 
when nobody else is in that area.  Rules were 
developed for the playground area, including 
a requirement that there be adult supervision 
while children are playing there. 
 
It seems that our church is a safe place for 
children, and sometimes this leads us to let 
them go off on their own.  However, this is 
not really a good practice.  Unsupervised, 
children will sometimes run up and down 
stairs, through the sanctuary, and climb over 
the pews.  Not only might this result in 
damage to or misuse of church equipment, it 
may end with injury to a child. 
 
Please do not allow young children to roam 
through the church unsupervised.  Safety of 
the congregation, especially our children, is 
the top priority of all of us.

Frank and Laura enjoy visiting friends and family all over the country and 
spending time together discussing world events, politics, science, and 
history.

At one point they even 
tried to open a second-hand store to benefit at-risk teens, but were unable to find 
a mentor to help with the legal paperwork.

Campaign for the Future.  LUM kicked off their 

Campaign for the Future earlier this year.  The 
campaign will fund twelve new programs, 
including Achieve!, a program designed to help 
50 Lafayette Jefferson High School students at 
risk of dropping out, remain in school until 
graduation. 
 
The new LUM Youth Program Center (LUM's 
old building) is also funded from this 
campaign.  The campaign is currently at 75% 
(2.1M) of its $2.8M goal.  All twelve new 
programs are listed in the LUM newsletter, 
http://www.lafayetteurbanministry.org. 
 
New Opportunity Fund.  At the last board 
meeting, LUM announced the New Opportunity 
Fund.  This fund is designed to help homeless 
shelter guests get off the street, out of the shelter, 
and into more long-term independent living 
arrangements.  A member of the LUM Board of 
Directors describes this new fund as "based on 
opportunity, rather than need" (as the Centralized 
Emergency Fund is).  LUM currently has a 
general fund and the CEF; the NOF will be their 
third operating fund. 
 
Income Tax Return Preparation.  This tax season 
50 LUM volunteers helped 1,131 low-income 
working households to receive $2,101,309 in 
state and federal income tax returns.  Not only is 
LUM's tax preparation program important for 
those they serve, it is important for our local 
economy, too!
