Our realtor has shown the property to some interested parties who have asked about making similar arrangements
to rent or purchase on contract. The board is closely monitoring the situation for any developments and has com-
municated with the realtor that we would prefer to sell the building, but are willing to review any proposal brought
to us.

Preparations for Settled Minister Search: The board has been monitoring several important activi-
ties, including the continuing work to develop procedures for our Covenant of Right Relations and the ongoing
Appreciative Inquiry about the future of the church. Members of the board are currently polling members of the
congregation for suggestions on the make-up of the Settled Minister Search Committee. The board will take the
names gathered and then form a committee for the search. Expect to see an announcement about the composition
of the Search Committee later in March.

We are also excited by several other developments and changes that we think will strengthen the work and life of
the church. Currently, the Program Council is undergoing a review of program area organization, which will begin
consolidating and enhancing our communications systems. We have adopted, and continue to look for ways to
improve our new membership programs and classes.
